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Since 1930, the Boy Scouts of America has helped younger boys through @tibdsdbis a year-round family program
designed for boys who are in the first grade through fiftdeg (or 7, 8, 9, and 10 years of age). Parents, leaders, and
organizations work together to achieve the purposes of Cub Scodtingntly, Cub Scouting is the largest of the BSA's
three membership divisions. (The others are Boy Scouting and Venturing.)

The 10 purposes of Cub Scouting are:

1. Character Development
2. Spiritual Growth

3. Good Citizenship

4. Sportsmanship and Fitness
5. Family Understanding

6. Respectful Relationships
7. Personal Achievement

8. Friendly Service

9. Fun and Adventure

10. Preparation for Boy Scouts
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Cub Scouting members join a Cub Scout pack and are assigned tasudby of six to eight boys. Tiger Cubs (first-
graders), Wolf Cub Scouts (second-graders), Bear Cub Scoutsdtaders), and Webelos Scouts (fourth- and fifth-
graders) meet weekly.

Once a month, all of the dens and family members gather fokaneeting under the direction of a Cubmaster and pack
committee. The committee includes parents of boys in the pack and meathershartered organization.
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The Dens and Packs are lead by volunteer leaders, both men ameh,weho are actively involved in the Cub Scout
program. They serve in a variety of positions, as everything tnoinleaders to pack committee chairmen, committee
members, den leaders, and chartered organization representatives.

Like other phases of the Scouting program, a Cub Scout pack batoag organization with interests similar to those of
the BSA. This organization, which might be a church, school, commarggnization, or group of interested citizens, is

chartered by the local BSA council to use the Scouting prograra.chiaitered organization provides a suitable meeting
place, adult leadership, supervision, and opportunities for a heattbyting life for the boys under its care. Each

organization appoints one of its members as a chartered ofgamigpresentative. The organization, through the pack
committee, is responsible for providing leadership, the meeting place, andtsopfarials for pack activities.
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Recognition is important to young boys. The Cub Scouting advancemenprplades fun for the boys, gives them a
sense of personal achievement as they earn badges, and steffigthiey understanding as adult family members work
with boys on advancement projects.

Tiger Cub. The Tiger Cub program is for first-grade (or age 7) boystheid adult partners. There are five Tiger Cub
achievement areas. The Tiger Cub, working with his adult paroerpletes 15 requirements within these areas to earn
the Tiger Cub badge. These requirements consist of an exsdtiieg of indoor and outdoor activities just right for a boy
in the first grade.

Bobcat. The Bobcat rank is for all boys who join Cub Scouting.

Wolf. The Wolf program is for boys who have completed first gf@adeare age 8). To earn the Wolf badge, a boy must
pass 12 achievements involving simple physical and mental skills.

Bear. The Bear rank is for boys who have completed second grades(age 9). There are 24 Bear achievements in four
categories. The Cub Scout must complete 12 of these to earn theaBga. These requirements are somewhat more
difficult and challenging than those for Wolf rank.

The most enpante the weekly den meetings and
the monthly pack meetings.
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The Cub Scout Academics and Sports program provides the opporfiomitpys to learn new techniques, increase
scholarship skills, develop sportsmanship, and have fun. Participatitwe iprogram allows boys to be recognized for
physical fitness and talent-building activities.
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Age-appropriate camping programs are packed with theme-oriented thetidorings Tiger Cubs, Cub Scouts, and
Webelos Scouts into the great out-of-doors. Day camping comes to the boy in reighlsacross the country; resident
camping is at least a three-day experience in which Cub Scouts and Welneitsscamp within a developed theme of
adventure and excitement. "Cub Scout Worlds" are used by many councils theawortd of imagination into reality
with actual theme structures of castles, forts, ships, etc. Cub Scout pélsfanjoy camping in local council camps
and other council-approved campsites. Camping programs combine fun and excitemdoingione's best, getting
along with others, and developing an appreciation for ecology and the world of the sutdoor
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Since its origin, the Scouting program has been an educational expedaneeed with values. In 1910, the first
activities for Scouts were designed to build character, physicat§, practical skills, and service. These elements were
part of the original Cub Scout program and continue to be part of Cub Scouting today.

Character can be defined as the collection of core values possessed by an Irbatideeds to moral commitment and
action. Core values are the basis of good character development. In helpingvetys dearacter, Cub Scouting
promotes the following 12 core values.
